If the West was considered the place of historical progress and scientific development, then the
Oirient was deemed remote from the influence of historical change, ‘Orientalism ascumed an unchanging
Orient’, it is argved. It was considered 1o be essentially no different in the twelfth century than it was in
the cighteenth, trapped in antiquity far behind the modern developrments of the *Enlightened” West.
